A Brief Biography of Muhammad sa.
(T2 AT.-97 7T Fia)

Muhammad sm. was born around 570, AD in
Makka (now in Saudi Arabia). His father died before
he was born and he was raised first by his grandfather
Abdul Muttalib and then his uncle Abu Talib. He
belonged' to a poor but respectable family of the
Quraysh tribe’. The family was active in Makkan
politics and trade.

Muhammad sm. was the prophet and founder of
Islam. Most of his early life was spent as a merchant.
At age 40, he began to have revelations® from Allah
that became the basis for the Quran and the founda-
tion of Islam. By 630 he had unified most of Arabia
under a single religion.

Muhammad sm. earned a reputation® as honest
and sincere, acquiring the nickname “al-Amin” mean-
ing faithful or trustworthy.

Muhammad sm. was meditating® in a cave on
Mount Jabal al-Nour. The Angel Gabriel appeared

Recite for your lord is most
generous....” These words became the opening verses
of stirah (chapter) 96 of the Qur'an.

Muhammad sm. stayed in Makka for thirteen
years after attaining prophethood.

Muhammed sm. and his followers grew and
they were eventually forced to emigrate from Makka
to Madina, a city 260 miles to the north. This event
marks the beginning of the Muslim calendar.

In 630, the Muslim army marched into Makka,
taking the city with minimum casualties'.
Muhammad sm.gave amnesty to many of the Makkan
leaders who had opposed him and pardoned many
others. Most of the Makkan population converted to
Islam. Muhammad sm. and his followers then
proceeded” to destroy all of the statues of pagan’
Allah’s in and around the Kaaba.

After the conflict with Makka was finally
settled, Muhammad sm. took his first true Islamic
pilgrimage to that city and in March, 632, he
delivered his last sermon at Arafat. Upon his return to
Madina to his wife’s home, he fell ill for several days.

Fasting

The second obligatory duty which every Muslim
is required to perform it during the month of
Ramadan. The word sawm (ps~) which has been used
in the Holy Qur'an and the Hadith for fasting.

Fasting in Islam is the practice of abstaining,
usually from food, drink, smoking, and sexual
activity. During the Islamic holy month of Ramadan,
Sawm is observed between dawn (subhe sadiq) and
sunset when the azan of the Maghrib prayer is
sounded.

In Islam fasting is primarily an institution for a
spiritual discipline and selfcontrol. It is in fact an
exercise in religious devotion' in the form of cheerful
and willing renunciation?, for a definite period, of all
the appetites of flesh lawful in themselves (the
unlawful ones being ruled out of course).
